I am very sure Jharkhand as a state with overflowing sporting

talent will also put up a remarkable show in all the competitions and



that its athletes will bring glory to the state by their performances and by
their sportsmanship. The true test of our commitment to sporting
excellence will, however, begin after the games are over in the manner
we use this world class infrastructure to produce future world class
athletes. Let us all wish and strive towards that long-term goal.

Once again I congratulate all the citizens of Jharkhand for being
the proud hosts of what promises to be a fantastic fifteen days dedicated
to extraordinary athletic prowess and the Olympian desire in all of us to
be faster, go higher and to be stronger. I extend my best wishes to the
34t National Games Organizing Committee and look forward to a

historic 34t National Games in Jharkhand.
